Natalie’s House

Natalie’s House is a project of Arizonans
for the Protection of Exploited Children and
Adults (APECA). APECA’s eight-bed home
will soon offer a safe haven for girls (ages
11-17) recovering from sexual trauma due
to exploitation and abuse.

Teens will receive shelter, food and
clothing. In addition, they will be offered
an intensive recovery program that includes
counseling, life skills training, recreational
outings and educational strategies to assist
them in making the transition to a normal,
healthy life.

Child Sex Tourism

Child sex tourism occurs when a person
engages in sexual activities with a minor
(under the age of 18) while traveling in
another country.

It is illegal for Americans to engage in child
sex tourism. It is estimated that perhaps
25% of sex tourists are Americans.

APECA supports the International Code of
Conduct for the Protection of Children from
Sexual Exploitation in Travel and Tourism.

Self-Injury

Self-injurious behavior is defined as
intentional, repeated non-lethal injury to
oneself. Self-injury can include cutting,
scratching, burning, picking at scabs, etc.

The onset of self-injury is typically during
adolescence.

It is estimated that 2 million Americans
engage in some form of self-injury.
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
